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(Abstract)

The principles of  Functional Generative Description (FGD) as a formal framework for theoretical description of Czech as well as for natural language processing will be presented. FGD is dependency-based framework where the verb is considered to be a center of the sentence; therefore the notion of valency (frame) plays a crucial role within FGD. The criteria used for distinction between valency slots (participants and obligatory adjuncts) and free adjuncts (modifications) will be described. Some open issues connected with valency reflected during the process of syntactic annotation of PDT (Prague Dependency Treebank) will be mentioned.
